
BACK OF DEED 

CONDITIONS, RESTRICTIONS AND LIMITATIONS 

Lots shall be used only for the burial of the dead, the erection of monuments and the 

cultivation of plants for ornamental purposes. All lots shall be indivisible except with the 

approval of the Department of Public Works Cemetery Division. No owner shall permit the 

remains of any person to be deposited in his lot or grave for compensation of any kind. All 

interments and dis-interments shall be made by the Department of Public Works Cemetery 

Division, or under their direction, and such reasonable charges shall be made therefor as the 

said Department of Public Works Cemetery Division shall determine. All foundations for 

monuments shall be of a size determined by said Department of Public Works Cemetery 

Division. No mounds, curbstone, fence, marker, monument, tree or shrub shall be placed on 

any lot which the Department of Public Works Cemetery Division deem to be offensive or 

objectionable for any reason whatsoever; and the said Department of Public Works Cemetery 

Division shall have the right, and it shall be their duty, to enter upon said lot and remove said 

mound, curbstone, fence, marker, monument, tree or shrub. No person shall place or grow 

upon any lot, or cut down or remove therefrom any tree, shrub or plant, without the written 

approval of the Department of Public Works Cemetery Division first obtained. The Department 

of Public Works Cemetery Division may enter upon any lot and remove or prune any trees or 

shrubs which they deem unsightly or injurious to the immediate locality, or to the general good 

appearance of the grounds. Nothing planted or any object shall be placed any further the 12” 

from the base of a monument or headstone. No trees, shrubs, roses, or anything else the 

Department of Public Works Cemetery Division deems unnecessary or dangerous. 

Rules & Regulations 

1. All cemetery lots have to be completely cleaned out by Columbus Day, this includes 

Shephard’s Hooks.  No planting or decorating is allowed until May 1st . 

2. Flowers and Decorations are allowed only in HEADSTONE ROW not allowed on any 

foot markers. (See photo attached)
